"It's just in the beginning stages right
now," Dyana Mason, executive direc-
tor of Equality Virginia said, after
House Bill 2730 passed the House
Committee on Health, Welfare and In-
stitutions. The bill ensures hospital-
visitation rights for same-gender cou-
ples in Virginia and passed the House
of Delegates by a unanimous vote. On
Monday, Feb 4th, the House of Dele-
gates approved the bill 97-0. As writ-
ten, it would allow adult patients of the
state's hospitals the right to assign visi-
tation rights to whomever they choose.
The bill was introduced in an effort to
secure for gay and lesbian couples one
of the rights that was often discussed
during last year's fight against a consti-
tutional amendment banning same-sex
marriage and any similar legal arrange-

ments for same-sex couples.
Gay-rights advocates are also pleased
with the status of Senate Bill 1242,
which would allow self-insured locali-
ties to provide benefits to domestic
partners or "any class of persons that
may be mutually agreed upon by the
locality and the policyholder.” The bill
passed the Senate 36-4.

But it wasn’t all good news for the
state's gay-rights advocates. Two
measures that would amend state laws
to extend employment-discrimination
protections to gay and lesbian state
employees failed. Currently the state's
anti-discrimination policy includes
GLBT people by an executive order
first issued by former Gov. Mark War-
ner (D) and later extended by Gov.
